German Intensive Language Course

All exchange students are invited to attend an intensive German language
course (no application necessary, free of charge).

The course generally takes place during the two weeks before the
beginning of semester (Mid-September/ Mid-March; please plan your
arrival in Wiesbaden accordingly).

Course is approx. 20 hours per week / 4 ECTS credits.

- Important note: our intensive course is primarily aimed at beginner to existing A-
levels. Students with a higher level in German may be asked to choose a semester-
long German offer.
